Decorated soldier Jeffery Lee
Hartley, 25, of Hempstead, was
laid to rest on Saturday, April 19,
2008 during afull military funeral,
including a 3-volley gun salute
and a Taps bugle interlude, both
by an Army Honor Guard from
San Antionio, Texas. Staff Sgt.
Hartley, 22001 graduate of Hemp-
stead High School, was killed in
Kharguliah, Iragon April 8, 2008
when his vehicle encountered an
improvised explosive device. He
was on his 5th tour of duty for the
Army and was supporting Opera-
tion Iragi Freedom when he was
killed.

During the moving funeral,
held at Canon Funeral Home in
Waller, SSgt. Hartley's service to
the Army wasremembered asone
of dedication, bravery and unself-
ishness. According to a military

chaplain, who spoke at the ser-
vices, SSgt. Hartley fought
bravely for histeam and madeul-
timate decisions during combat
that undoubtedly saved many
lives.

Hartley wasawarded over 20
awards, including the Bronze
Star, the Army Commendation
with Valor Device, the Combat
Action Badge, and a Purple
Heart.

Members of the Patriot
Guard, law enforcement commu-
nity, family, friends and commu-
nity gathered around SSgt.
Hartley's family during the ser-
vice and then followed in amile-
long procession to the gravesite.
The procession was escorted by
the Patriot Guard, agroup of vet-
eranswho dedicatethemselvesto
honoring the family of fallen

military for respect and for protec-
tion. Approximately 220 Patriot
Guard motorcycles, about 50 of
them equippedto carry flagsinthe
motorcade, escorted the family
and the deceased to the burial site
wheretheremainder of the Patriot
Guard membershad formed aflag
line of respect and honor to the
family.

In addition to the Patriot
Guard, a full Honor Guard from
San Antonio, Texas was in atten-
dance to present the military gun
salute and a bugle rendition of
Taps at the gravesite. The use of
Taps is unique with the United
States military, and is sounded at
funerals, wreath-laying and me-
morial services. Taps began as a
